Open Meeting – Chairman Josh Koempel called the meeting to order at 5:00 pm. 

Consent Agenda
Len Pugsley moved and Ali Hashemi seconded a motion to approve minutes of the July 2 meeting as presented. The motion passed unanimously.

Updates

1. Case Updates – Pest Agent Will Carpenter used a Power Point presentation to highlight case activity. 
· 2889 6th St. SE, E. Wenatchee – a property leased by Curt Wilson presents a coddling moth infestation. Apples were bagged and 3 trailer loads were removed. Trees will be cut back due to an inadequate sprinkler system. Nothing much is left although the trap is still active. 
· Madeline Rd., Manson - sprouts were growing up the hillside and have been removed.
· Lakeshore Dr., Manson – Another case in Manson that had sprouts.
· 1550 Cherry St., Wenatchee - one apple tree near an apple orchard was removed with the apples.
· 921 NE 10, E. Wen - six trees with apples heavily infested with coddling moth were removed. 
· 62 Lloyd Rd., Manson - certified letters being delivered but not picked up. Discussion with prosecutor has taken place and action will happen closer to fall. Apples have been removed from the sprouts. 
   Discussion followed; no action was taken.

2. ‘Blanket Project’ – One hundred eleven (111) letters have been mailed to residents in the Peshastin Creek vicinity. Of 96 contacts 4 properties were found to be ‘hot cases’. Trees were removed on 2 properties and 2 are scheduled for removal. Discussion followed on doing the same thing in the Manson area and also in Douglas County. 
 
3. Commissioner Meetings - Commissioners in both Chelan and Douglas Counties are showing enthusiasm for the increased level of service throughout both Counties. Discussion followed about how to proceed. Expanding the Blanket Project would require funding for dedicated staff.  Cathy Mulhall will research the current assessment amount, terms and renewal conditions.

4. Budget Update - The 2015 budget is being developed. Cathy Mulhall explained the accounting differences between Chelan and Douglas Counties and reimbursement requirements by Douglas County. Discussion followed. A final budget proposal will be presented for approval at the next meeting.   

New Business
1. Vehicle Purchase – The Department owns one vehicle and is shared among 3 employees. An additional vehicle is being rented from the Motor Pool. Pest Agent Will Carpenter requested the Board consider submitting a re-appropriation of approximately $30,000 from the 2014 budget for the purchase of an additional vehicle this year with interfund payments to the Motor Pool for replacement at the end of the cycle. Discussion followed.

2. Action – Jeff Heath moved and Rob Kock seconded a motion to purchase a ½ ton Chevrolet or Ford pick-up truck for $30,000 off the State contract. The monthly inter-fund payment will be approximately $750 and will be confirmed before the next meeting. The motion passed unanimously.

Executive Session
Jeff moved and Rob Koch seconded a motion to enter into Executive Session to discuss pending litigation.
